COMES NOW the Plaintiff, WALTER L. LOGAN, by counsel, and states the

following as his complaint against the Defendant, MADDEX FARM HOMEQWNERS

- ASSOCIATION, INC.:

INTRODUCTION
Generally, homeowners associations are volunteer organizations intended to
advance the interests of all home owners in a particular community or subdivision. All members

of the homeowners association have equal rights, equal standing, and equal ownership of the

" association.  Accordingly, all homeowners association records belong to all association

members.  Just as transparency is fundamental to a democratic government, so too is
transparency fundamental to the ‘fair.and ‘equitable operation of a homeowners association.
There is an opportunity for abusé when one or more homeowners asso,ciatibn “volunteers”
assumes unchecked control of the association and shields inforﬁ)aﬁon about the association’s
activities from those subject. t§ its authority. In the absence of any true 6versight or
accountability, those “volunteers” who assume control of a homeowners association, all too

often, advance their own private interests over those of the larger community.




Walter L. Logan (“Mr. Logan”) is a home owner in the Maddex Farm Subdivision

(“Maddex Farm”) outside Shepherdstown, West Virginia. As a Maddex Farm home owner, Mr.

- Logan is required to be a member of the Maddex Farm Homeowners Association, Inc. (“the
. Maddex Farm HOA” or “the Assoc_iation”) and péy annual dues to this Association. Mr. Logan

“has become 'concer_necl about the “volunteers” ‘who have controlled the Maddex Farm HOA for

the last few years, their accountability to all Association mefnbérs, and their expén&itures of
Association funds. In order to investigate his concerns, Mr. Logan has made Qxhaﬁstive attempts
to review the Maddex Farm HOA’s records. Although these records belong to Mr. Logan as a
member of fhe Maddex Farm HOA, his legitimate and lawful attempts to review records have
been met with 0bv£0us “stonewalling” by the Maddex Farm HOA Board of Directors (“the
Board”) and by Property Ménagcment People, Inc. (“PMP?”), the management company hired by
the Maddex Farm HOA. These e‘ﬁtities have uhjustiﬁably denied and intentionally frustrated Mr.
